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15 held in Delhi for
duping 3,000 Gujaratis

AHMEDABAD: The cyber cell
of the city crime branch on
Tuesday said that they have
arrested 15 Delhi-based persons
from their residences for
cheating over 3,000 Gujarat
citizens by taking away money
from them with gift lure.

The main accused has been
identified as Devendra Maurya,
30, a resident of Govindpuri in
Delhi. Maurya ran a call centre
in Delhi and employed 14 others,
who made calls across country
and cheated people.

Highest number of 3,227
calls were made to Gujarat
followed by Delhi wherein they
called 2,977 people. Maurya had
allegedly obtained data of over
lakh people across the country.
His team members used to call
people asking them that they

have been shortlisted as lucky
customers and they had to buy
a laundry bag to get an assured
gift which include laptop, LED TV
and a highend cellphone. After
the person buys the bag from
their website, they told him or
her about the process to get the
laptop.

They used to take various
charges in the name of
processing fees and GST, said a
statement from the cyber cell.

In September last year, a
Satellite resident, Tejas Naresh
Patel, became their victim and
approached the cell after which
they began an investigation in
the case. After obtaining IP
address of the website and
location of calls, they arrested
the 15 persons, including five
girls.

Jewellers cheer as glint returns
to gold sales on Akshaya Tritya

AHMEDABAD: Gold sales
soared high across Ahmedabad
and Gujarat on Tuesday, on
account of Akshaya Tritya – a
day considered auspicious for
buying precious metal such as
gold and silver.

Jewellers across the state
indeed had a reason to cheer
because gold sales remained
buoyant. The price of the yellow
metal, which remained high
otherwise through the last week,
went down and settled at Rs
31,700 per 10g excluding 3%
goods and services tax (GST).

Top sources confirmed that
a significant consignment of gold
was imported in the past couple
of days, which indicates that the
demand on Akshaya Tritiya was
likely to be good.

 People offering flowers to
the statue of Akha Bhagat (Poet)
to mark his birth anniversary at
desai ni pol in Khadia area of
Ahmedabad “Gold demand,
particularly for jewel lery,
remained buoyant. Estimates
suggest that close to 40% of
sale accounted for coins and
bars while more than 60% sales
were that for jewellery.
Purchases on account of the
auspicious muhurat have
infused some optimism among
jewellers,” said Jigar Soni, vice-
president, Jewellers’ Association
of Ahmedabad (JAA). Jewellers
said that people not just came
in to buy or place orders for the
wedding jewellery but even
light-weight jewellery such as
earrings, studs, rings and chains.
In fact, in anticipation of good
sales, several jewellers had kept
their stores and showrooms
open since 8.30am. Industry
estimates suggest that roughly
200kg gold was traded across
Gujarat, in a single day. “Gold
sales in Ahmedabad district
would have touched 100kg.

There were enquiries over a past
couple of days, but the overall
market demand is poor due to
the ongoing general election, as
there are restrictions on cash
transactions. Moreover,
industries are also facing liquidity
issues which is a general
deterrent for gold sales,” said
Rohit Choksi, president, JAA. In
a bid to woo customers, jewellers
also announced hefty discounts
on making charges along with
other lucrative offers. “The
demand for jewellery was good
because gold prices which
hovered around the Rs 34,000-
mark per 10 gram went down.
Moreover, jewellers offered
discounts as high as 40% on
making charges which also
encouraged customers,” said
Manoj Soni. “Ahead of Akshaya
Tritiya, there was hardly any
demand for gold and several
customers had deferred their
purchases to this day, which also
pushed sales figures up,” Soni
added.

All three tenders for Gujarat’s 2,700MW
renewable energy under-subscribed

AHMEDABAD: Gujarat’s
move to auction renewable
power projects totalling
2,700MW has failed to evoke the
desired response from bidders.
All the three tenders — floated
by the Gujarat Urja Vikas Nigam
Limited (GUVNL) from January
to March — have been under-
subscribed.

The tender for 1,000MW
solar power capacity to be built
at Dholera Solar Park is under-
subscribed by 700MW as only
two companies have placed bids
for just 300MW. Despite the
extension of submission deadline
four times, this tender could not
attract more bidders, said people
aware of the development.

The response is slightly
better in the case of another
tender for 700MW capacity to be
developed at Raghanesda Solar
Park in Banaskantha district. As
against the tendered capacity,
bids for 600MW have been
received by the GUVNL.

This is the second attempt to
auction the 700MW capacity at
Raghanesda park. The GUVNL
had originally invited bids for this
park last September and
completed the auction in
December 2018. The state
power utility, however, cancelled
the bidding on the grounds that
the lowest tariff of Rs 2.84 per

unit discovered in the auction
was too high. The first attempt
had seen good response with
bids totalling 1,250MW.

Maximum or ceiling tariffs
fixed for bidders and location of
these parks are the two major
reasons for the poor response.
“The ceiling tariff is very low,
which is not feasible for
developers,” said an industry
player, who did not wish to be
quoted. “Also, the location of
these parks would further raise
the project costs to the
developer.”

The GUVNL kept ceiling tariff
of Rs 2.70 per unit for
Raghanesda tender and Rs 2.75
per unit for Dholera. Any bids
above the maximum tariffs are
considered non-responsive.

The GUVNL had previously

cancelled a couple of auctions
even after the finalization of
successful bidders. “The past
cancellations have negatively
affected the investors’
perception,” said another
industry source.

The safeguard duty on solar
cells and modules imported
from China and Malaysia as well
as the higher GST on solar
projects have also raised the
cost for solar project
developers. The GUVNL’s tender
for 1,000MW wind power
capacity also remained under-
subscribed as it has attracted
bids to the tune of 931.4MW.
Eight wind power companies
have submitted their bids. The
reverse auction for all the three
tenders will be conducted next
week.

GOT guts to eat bugs
Ask fed-up students
AHMEDABAD : Do we eat to

live or do we live to eat? While it
largely depends on what age we
are at, another fact that governs
this aspect is the place where
you have food. If it is at the
canteens of the Central
University of Gujarat in
Gandhinagar, chances are you
will eat only as much as is
required to keep you alive.

After all, going for a second
helping after pulling out a dead
fly from the first is an option not
many would consider. Students
at CUG say they have been
struggling with over a year now
because of poor quality of food
and have even had instances of
food poisoning. Acidity has
become a common complaint,
they say.

Spread over two campuses—
sector 29 and sector 30—in
Gandhinagar, CUG has two
canteens which cater to nearly
900 students, including
hostellers. Of these, around 300
eat there regularly. But the
quality of food as well as the
standard of hygiene leaves a lot
to be desired, say students.When
Mirror visited the canteen in
sector 29, neither did it have a
kitchen nor proper arrangements
for cooking. Not just this, the
place outside the kitchen was
filthy. Raj Kumar, co-convener of

students’ council and secretary
of canteen committee at CUG,
said, “Approximately 40 students
reportedly fell ill over the past
one year after eating food from
the canteen. We have conveyed
the situation to the convener and
the canteen committee and will
try to take action as soon as
possible.”

The contract of food at both
the canteens has been given to
the same contractor. Students
claim that the agency neither
follows prescribed guidelines nor
carries out regular inspection.
They say they had submitted a
written complaint to the college
administration in this regard.
When contacted, the authorities
said that after students suffered
food poisoning last year, the
col lege had cancelled that
particular agency’s contract and
hired another one. However,
students say the food quality
remains substandard.

‘No choice but to eat there’
Students say they feel

helpless as they have to depend
on canteens for food despite its
poor quality as they have little
choice. The lack of hygiene is
also affecting them, they claim.
Sumeet Chaudhary, second year
student of BA Chinese, alleged
that eating canteen food for a
long left them unwell.

“The dal served in the
canteen is usually mixed with
water. They do not even serve
nutritious food. We do not want
to risk eating there, but we don’t
have any option. I have suffered
from food poisoning last
semester and had to take
medicines worth Rs 2,000. We
stay away from home and do not
have much money on us. The
college administration should
understand this,” he said.

Not just the dal, even the roti
is coarse and hard, the rice is
either half cooked or over
cooked. Fahim Siddique, second
year student of BA German said,
“The canteen staff doesn’t even
wash hands before serving food,
which is anyway substandard
and of poor quality. I have
suffered food poisoning because
of canteen food and frequently
suffer from acidity because of the
substandard oil.” Sachin Kumar,
student of BA German, said,
“Sometimes food is served in
plates with soap stains. When
you visit the kitchen, you can see
boiled potatoes lying uncovered
on the floor.” Vijay Mishra, a PhD
student in chemical science,
said, “The canteen is a messed-
up place. There is no quality
maintained for several years
now. The institute does not take
action.”

20 externed from 3 districts
for illegal lion shows

RAJKOT: In a landmark
order aimed at protecting the
Asiatic lions, the Amreli district
magistrate has externed 20
people habituated to wildlife
offences like poaching and
illegal lion shows. All 20 are
residents of the tiny Shemardi
village, 25 km from Dhari,
which was the epicentre of
illegal lion shows. The people
have been prohibited from
entering Amreli district and
some talukas of Junagadh and
Gir-Somnath adjoining the
sanctuary area till February 28,
2020. Their externment
assumes importance since
Shemardi is located barely five
km from Dalkhaniya, where 23
lions had died of canine
distemper virus last year. “This
gang uses sick animals as bait
to lure lions for illegal shows.
Feeding on ill animals is also
one of the reasons for canine
distemper,” said an official.

Moreover, there is a huge
influx of tourists in summer
vacations when this gang
becomes more active.
According to forest
department sources, nearly
100 lions have made Amreli
district their home and most

are seen in revenue (non-
protected) areas. This made it
easier for the gang to conduct
shows. The gang charged
anything between Rs 7,000 and
Rs 10,000 per lion show. The
nefarious activities of this gang
is not just limited to wildlife
offences. Some of them are even
accused in attacks on policemen
in Amreli. On February 16, five
of this gang had launched a
brutal attack on a team of Dhari
police who had gone to arrest
them in an illegal arms case. A
police sub-inspector, Mahendra
Vala, had suffered serious
stabbing injury in the stomach
while other cops were also
thrashed. A few months ago, lion
nails and other body parts along
with seven countrymade guns
were recovered from them. They
also sold animal skins. ‘Expelling
accused will go long way in
protecting wildlife’ Semardi has
a population of just 75-80
people. According to police
sources, this gang has been
active in wildlife crimes since
1996. Interestingly, the police
invoked Section 55 of Gujarat
Police Act, which is used very
rarely and empowers the cops
to expel a notorious gang from

certain areas. District
magistrate Aayush Oak
ordered their externment after
considering the FIRs lodged
against the gang members
and statements of locals who
confirmed their involvement in
criminal activities. “Expelling
these people will go a long way
in protecting wildlife. Shemardi
is notorious for wildlife-related
crimes. After attacks on
policemen, we prepared a
detailed report with forest
department against this gang
to make a strong case for their
externment,” said Nirlipt Rai,
superintendent of police,
Amreli.

Along with the whole of
Amreli district, these people
have been banned from
entering enter talukas of
Junagadh and Gir-Somnath
such as Gir, Gir-Gadhda,
Veraval, Kodinar, Talala,
Visavadar, Mendarda, Malia-
Hatina, Sutrapada and few
others which border Gir
sanctuary. Such is the terror
of this gang that witnesses
were scared to get their
statements recorded. Names
of all witnesses were therefore
kept secret.

Take back Bodakdev plot from
school: Gujarat HC to AMC

AHMEDABAD: The Gujarat high court on
Tuesday ordered the Ahmedabad Urban
Development Authority (AUDA) and the
Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation (AMC) to take
possession of a plot in Bodakdev, from a private
school and restore it for public use.

After ordering the authorities to take
possession of the plot being used by Ahmedabad
International School (AIS), acting Chief Justice
Anant Dave also directed the school management
to immediately inform parents that the plot is no
longer in possession of the school.

The plot was used by Ahmedabad International
School (AIS) as a parking lot. The plot had been
earmarked as a playground and park for public
use, but the authorities granted possession to the
school.

Two residents of the area – Ajay Trivedi and
Nilesh Mistry — had filed a PIL taking exception to
the use of the public plot by the school
management.

The petitioners questioned the manner in
which the school was using the plot and denying
local residents use of it for recreation. They also
sought directions from the court to the authorities
to recover the cost of the land from the school
management.

After the petitioners objected to the school
using the plot, the HC ordered the school not to
use it for parking purposes. The petitioner had

demanded that the plot be kept open for the public
after school hours.

The petitioner submitted that AUDA had
handed over the plot to the school management
in 2003 to be used as a playground for children
during school hours. But the school began using
it to park vehicles and residents living nearby were
denied access to the plot.

When the issue first reached the civic
authorities, they issued a notice to the school
management for breaching the conditions for the
plot allotment.

But the school management defended itself
by stating that they allow people to use the plot
even during school hours, though the plot is meant
for the use of schoolchildren as a playground.

Fighting with grit
and awareness

AHMEDABAD: Five years
ago, Hirabhai Yadav, a diamond
polisher from the temple town
of Gadhada in Botad did not
know what thalassaemia was.
Yadav and his wife had two
daughters; the family then had
a son, Dharmik. But frequent
health complications suffered by
the boy brought Yadav to Gujarat
Cancer Research Institute
(GCRI) in Ahmedabad.

"We got to know that he was
suffering from a blood disease
which is difficult to cure and bone
marrow transplant is the only
feasible option to put an end to
the cycle of blood transfusions,"
said Yadav. "We were fortunate
to get great medical help. Dr
Sandip Shah used two umbilical

cords for the transplant when we
could not find the perfect match.
Today, Dharmik is perfectly fine
and has just completed his class
III exam."

But that was only the
beginning of the story for the
duo. Today Dharmik's case can
be found in a number of general
practitioners' walls in Botad and
Bhavnagar and even at a few
government hospitals. The
message urges parents not to
ignore tell-tale signs; it even has
Yadav's contact details.

"There are hundreds of
patients of thalassaemia in these
two districts but only a few
venture out to get treatment,"
Yadav said. "I am meeting at
least one couple every fortnight

to talk about symptoms and
treatment."

Thalassaemia, a blood
disorder, affects about 10,000-
odd people in Gujarat according
to rough estimates. Kiran
Chudgar, the chairman of
Ahmedabad Red Cross, said that
the state has dedicated blood
donors to sustain many of these
patients who are mostly below
18. "But we want to stress that
the disease is not inhibiting any
more - a number of children who
took treatment at our facility are
leading normal lives today," said
Chudgar. "We reach out to about
300-350 patients per month with
approximately 800-1000 units."
Chudgar an awareness event will
be organized.

Relief Camps and Community Kitchens
Setup by Indian Navy in villages near Puri
New Delhi: In order to

provide succor to those in
immediate need of assistance at
most affected villages around
Puri in the aftermath of extreme
severe cyclone FANI, Indian
Navy continues the Relief
Operation with 3 ships using
their integral helicopters.  The
helicopters have been utilized for
airdropping food packets in areas
which are inundated and

inaccessible  by road.  In
addition, Relief Camp and
Community Kitchen at Pentakota
village in Puri catering for 1000
personnel has been set up since
05 May 19. 5000 ltr potable
water supplied to Chattragad
village using water bowser from
INS Chilka. Supply of another
5000 ltrs bottled water is being
augmented from Visakhapatnam
by road which is expected to

reach the Relief camp site by
midnight today.

Based on a request from the
Temple Administration, a Naval
Diving Team from  INS Chilka
undertook diving operations to
clear off sand, plastic, other
organic matter accumulated
alongside the Kalijai floating
Jetty, and carried out underwater
assessment of the Jetty for safe
operations on 05 May 19.
