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Trump denies wrongdoing, slams Cohen
'stories' on hush payments

Washington, Donald
Trump has insisted he did
nothing wrong after his
longtime attorney implicated
him in illicit hush payments
made before the 2016
election, as experts warned
the legal maelstrom swirling
around the Republican leader
could further threaten his
presidency.

On perhaps the worst day
of Trump's tumultuous time
in office, his former fixer
Michael Cohen told a federal
judge on Tuesday he had
made il legal campaign
contributions -- in the form
of payments to silence
women alleging affairs with
Trump -- at his boss's
request.Cohen's statements
came on a day of head-
spinning political drama for
Trump, whose former
campaign chief Paul Manafort
was found guilty within the
same hour of federal tax and
bank fraud, in the first case
sent to trial by the special
prosecutor probing Russian
meddling in the 2016
election.While the ful l
implications for the real
estate mogul-turned-
president remain unclear,
Cohen's statements -- and
the prospect of more
revelations to come -- puts
Trump in legal peril.But the
mercurial US leader
yesterday appeared
determined to ride out the
latest storm. After first
accusing Cohen of making up
"stories" to cut a plea deal,
he then tweeted that Cohen's
actions were "not a crime,"
and went further in an
interview with "Fox and
Friends", saying they were
"not even a campaign
violation". In that interview,
Trump said the hush
payments were financed with
his own money -- to which
Cohen had access -- and that
while he had no knowledge
of them at the time, he had
since been fully transparent.

 "My first question when I
heard about it was, 'Did they
come out of the campaign?',
because that could be a little
dicey," he said of the

payments -- believed to have
been made to porn star
Stormy Daniels and Playboy
model Karen McDougal. "But
they didn't come out of the
campaign," he said. "They
came from me and I tweeted
about it." Despite Trump's
defiant tone, Washington-
based campaign finance
expert Kate Belinski, of the
Nossaman law firm, said to
expect legal consequences
for both Trump and his
campaign -- most likely in the
form of a civil complaint
before the Federal Election
Commission.Cohen has
meanwhile pleaded guilty to
two counts of violating
campaign finance laws, along
with six counts of fraud --
identifying Trump as his co-
conspirator when it came to
the hush payments.

In a string of interviews
early yesterday, Cohen's own
lawyer Lanny Davis took aim
squarely at the president,
dubbing him a "criminal". "He
committed a crime," Davis
told CBS News.

"If he were not president,
he clearly would be indicted
and jailed for that crime." In
practice, an indictment is
highly unlikely: since 2000,
the Justice Department
position has been that a
sitting president is "immune
from indictment as well as
from further cr imina l
process". And while the
pres ident could
theoretically be impeached,
i t  remains a remote
prospect in a Republican-
dominated Congress where
even Democrats are
focused on letting Robert
Mueller's Russia probe play
out.

But Cohen's cooperation
with investigators may yet
pose a wider threat.

Writing on the Lawfare
blog, former White House
counsel Bob Bauer said the
Cohen plea will resonate
"unmistakably" wi th
Muel ler 's invest igat ion,
"which also concerns what
a candidate is prepared to
do to win an election and
then cover his tracks".

Address by the Hon’ble President of
India Ram Nath Kovind on the
occasion of Inauguration of the
6thInternatinal Buddhist Conclave

I am happy to be here for
the inauguration of the Inter-
national Buddhist Conclave
2018. This is a gathering of
eminent personalities associ-
ated with Buddhist thought
and scholarship, with Bud-
dhist heritage and monu-
ments, and with the tourism
industry that does so much
to facilitate the Buddhist
travel and pilgrimage circuit.
In particular, I would like to
welcome the delegates from
approximately30 countries
who have come to India for
this Conclave, and who will
be part of this event as well
as events in Maharashtra,
Bihar and Uttar Pradesh over
the next three days.

I would also like to ac-
knowledge the participation
of Japan as a partner coun-
try in this Conclave. India and
Japan have much in common,
but there are few links we
treasure as much as our
shared Buddhist heritage.
Through thousands of years
of human existence, India
has been a storehouse of his-
tory and culture, of faith and
philosophy. Buddhism has
been among India’s greatest
spiritual traditions. Many
great locations associated
with the life and teachings of
Lord Buddha are found in In-
dia. These include Kapilvastu
(Piprahwa), where he spent
his childhood; Bodhgaya,
where he attained Enlighten-
ment; Sarnath, where he de-
livered his first sermon; and
Kushinagar, where he em-
braced Mahaparinirvana.

Even after Lord Buddha’s
passing, monasteries, pil-
grimage sites, universities
and places of learning and
worship that carried forward
his work came up across In-
dia. Today Buddhist heritage
sites are to be found in virtu-
ally every state ofIndia. To-
gether these are known to
pilgrims, religious tourists and
fascinated travellers as the
Buddhist Circuit.

The Buddhist Circuit in
India is an important and re-
vered set of destinations for
the approximately 500 mil-
lion-strong community of
Buddhists that lives across
Asia and other parts of the
world. It is to facilitate such
a travel and pilgrimage expe-
rience that this Conclave has
been organised and that the

website and film dedicated to
the Buddhist Circuit have
been formally launched.

The practice of cultural
and religious travel and tour-
ism is not new to India. It
goes back thousands of years
and in fact visits from Bud-
dhist pilgrims, monks and
scholars from other countries
and civilisations have been a
proud feature of our history.
This has been mutually en-
riching, and in diverse ways.
The voyage of Buddhism from
India to Asia and the trans-
continental links that were
created carried more than
just spiritualism. They carried
a rich cargo of knowledge and
learning. They carried arts
and crafts. They carried
meditation techniques and
even martial arts. Eventually,
the many roads that the
monks and nuns - those men
and women of faith - carved
outbecame among the earli-
est trade routes. In that
sense, Buddhism was the
basis for an early form of
globalisation – and of inter-
connectedness in our conti-
nent. It is these principles and
values that must continue to
guide us. I would emphasise
that such thinking shapes the
Indian tourism industry’s ap-
proach to cultural and reli-
gious tourism. And it shapes
the government of India’s
promotion of Buddhist-
themed tourism. Do consider
some measures taken in this
regard. The introduction and
expansion of the e-visa
scheme, which is an initiative
of this government, facilitates
among others those tourists
coming to experience India’s
Buddhist legacy. The govern-
ment is also making earnest
efforts to develop Buddhist
heritage sites as even more
welcoming destinations.I un-
derstand the Ministry of Tour-
ism has identified the Bud-
dhist Circuit as one of the the-
matic circuits for develop-
ment under its Swadesh
Darshan Scheme. Five
projects, with a combined
outlay of more than 350 crore
rupees, have been sanc-
tioned for the states of
Andhra Pradesh, Bihar,
Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh and
Uttar Pradesh.
