Panic as ammonia gas leaks from tanker
Vadodara, A tanker filled with

ammonia gas, which was
passing through a narrow
underpass on the National
Highway near Vadodara city, hit
the roof and leaked gas. Within
a few minutes, the gas started

spreading, creating chaos on the
highway. People in the
surrounding area complained of
burning eyes. Following the
incident, the fire brigade reached
the spot and made efforts to stop
the leakage. Due to the leakage,

scenes of traffic jams were
created on the highway as the
wheels of vehicles stopped.
Firefighters continuously
sprayed water on the fire. When
the fire brigade was informed
about the incident, the soldiers

rushed to the spot. The fire
brigade had issued a major call
as gas was being released. The
soldiers, equipped with oxygen
equipment, have been spraying
water for two and a half hours.
However, the water spraying will
continue until the complete
ammonia is emptied from the
tanker. According to the
information received after
complaints of burning in the eyes,
a tanker filled with ammonia was
moving from Ranoli Industrial
Estate towards Sakarda under
the bridge. Meanwhile, a part of
the tanker hit the bridge and
ammonia gas started leaking. As
the gas started leaking, the eyes
of the people living in the vicinity
and passing by started burning.
There was chaos as the gas
started coming out of the tanker.
The fire department issued a
major call while the Vadodara
Fire Brigade was informed about
the incident and immediately the
Wadi Fire Brigade teams left.
Since the situation at the spot
was bad, the Chief Fire Officer
in-charge Nikunj Azad rushed
to the spot.  And after reaching
the spot and seeing the
situation, a major call was
immediately issued and more
water tankers and staff were
called. In the two and a half hour
operation, 25 to 30 tankers filled
with water were used to douse
the fire. Traffic on the highway
was stopped due to the leakage.
There were no casualties due
to the ammonia gas leakage.
But there were complaints of
burning eyes in the area of
??five kilometers from the
incident site. Following this
incident, Nandesari and Chhani
police staff rushed to the spot
and to ensure safety and
operation, traffic on the highway
towards Vadodara-Ahmedabad
was stopped. Along with this, the
service road was also closed. It
is learnt that the ammonia gas
leakage started after the valve
on the tanker that was veered
off the underpass of the tanker
bridge broke. Due to the gas
leakage, the tanker driver took
the tanker out of the underpass
and left it on the service road
and fled. This incident created
a stir in the area.

Surat
A previous incident of

Traffic cop attacked in Ahmedabad, 25-year-old detained
Ahmedabad, A routine traffic check took a violent turn on

Monday night when a 25-year-old man allegedly assaulted a
traffic personnel at Shivranjani crossroads. The accused,
identified as Rahil Mistry, a resident of Jetalpur village,
reportedly obstructed police duty, used abusive language, and

injured a Traffic Regulation Brigade (TRB) jawan.
The incident occurred around 9 pm during a routine helmet

check. Subsequently, a complaint was filed by Head Constable
Pratap Singh. The police had stopped an Activa scooter rider
identified as Mithavesh Yadav, for not wearing a helmet.

Youth assaulted in public, complaint filed
against 3 persons in Ahmedabad

Ahmedabad, A 24-year-
old man from Sabarmati in
Ahmedabad has lodged a
complaint alleging a brutal
physical assault by three
individuals near the Baronet
Complex on the evening of
January 27. The incident,
which involved the use of a
stone and other objects as
weapons, left the victim with
serious injuries. The
complainant, Vipul Rathore, a
labourer residing in Omnagar,
reported that the assault

stemmed from an altercation
with one of the accused,
Govind, who was
accompanied by his brother
Punam and a relative named
Ballo. According to the
complaint, Vipul was at a food
lorry near the Baronet
Complex around 8 pm when
Govind approached him,
accusing him of harassing a
woman named Payal. Vipul
denied the accusation, stating
that a previous
misunderstanding about the

matter had been resolved a
month earlier. However, the
confrontation quickly escalated.
Govind allegedly began slapping
Vipul and struck him on the face
with the bracelet (kadda) he
was wearing, causing bleeding.
Shortly after, Govind’s brother
Punam arrived and attacked
Vipul with a stone, striking him
on the head. Ballo also joined
the assault, reportedly hitting
Vipul on the back of the head
with a stick, leading to further
injuries.
