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Kamal Haasan leaves for New Delhi,

oath as Rajya Sabha member tomorrow

Chennai, Actor and
Makkal Needhi Maiam (MNM)
president Kamal Haasan has
left for New Delhi to take oath
as a Rajya Sabha member on
Friday. Haasan has been
nominated to the Upper House
as part of the DMK-led
alliance.

The veteran actor-turned-
politician departed from
Chennai on an Air India flight
on Thursday morning.

Addressing reporters at
the airport before boarding his
flight, Haasan expressed
gratitude and optimism about
the new chapter in his political
career. "I think the reporters

have not only come to collect
news but also to send me off.
Thank you for that," he said.
"With the greetings and
goodwill of the people, I am
going to Delhi to take the oath.

I consider this an honour and
a duty entrusted to me as an
Indian, and I am going to fulfil
it with pride," he remarked,
exuding confidence and
responsibility.

When asked about the
themes he would touch upon
in his maiden speech in the
Rajya Sabha, Haasan declined
to reveal any specifics.

"I should not say here
what my maiden speech will
focus on," he replied.

However, he hinted at
continuity and purpose in his
political path so far.

"If you look at my six-year
journey, you will see where I
am heading," he said, pointing
to the evolution of his political
ideology and the trajectory of
MNM since its inception in
2018.

Haasan's entry into the

Rajya Sabha is viewed as a
significant development in
Tamil Nadu politics, especially
as it reflects the DMK's intent
to strengthen its alliance with
MNM.

The move also marks
Haasan's formal induction into
parliamentary politics after
years of engaging with the
public through electoral
contests and social initiatives.
Political observers note that
his presence in the Upper
House may bring a unique
blend of cultural, social, and
political insight, given his
background in cinema,
literature, and public service.

4th day over voter Ilst I‘eVISIOI‘I issue

Patna, The fourth day of
the Monsoon Session of the
Bihar Assembly began with
continued uproar by
opposition MLAs, who are
demanding a special
discussion in the House on the
ongoing voter list revision
(SIR) in the state.
Mahagathbandhan MLAs
arrived wearing black clothes,
raising slogans inside and
outside the Assembly,
protesting alleged
irregularities in the voter list
revision. The opposition
alleges that the Election
Commission of India, in
collusion with the government,
is conspiring to remove the
names of the poor and

disadvantaged voters from the

voter list, impacting the
upcoming elections. The issue
has now escalated to the High
Court and the Supreme Court.
The opposition leaders
reiterated that the House
proceedings will not continue
until there is a dedicated
discussion on SIR, demanding
the withdrawal of the current
voter list revision campaign.
Due to the continuous
ruckus, question hour and

member queries have not
been addressed for the last
two days, preventing public
issues from being raised.

If protests continue for the
day inside the House, questions
from various departments
listed for discussion may also
remain unanswered.
Meanwhile, Deputy Chief
Minister cum Finance Minister
Samrat Chaudhary, who had
presented the supplementary
budget on July 21, said it will
be discussed on the day. The
Social Welfare Department’s
budget -- which has received
the highest allocation in the
supplementary budget -- is
scheduled for detailed
discussion.

Majority of industrial units quit Bengal
in last 10 years for Maharashtra: DPIIT

Kolkata, A majority of
industrial units that closed
their shutters in West Bengal
in the last ten years have
relocated to Maharashtra,
according to statistics
available in the records of a
Central organisation.

According to statistics
available with the Department
for Promotion of Industry and
Internal Trade (DPIIT), since
the financial year of 2011-12,
the first fiscal under the
current Trinamool Congress
regime in West Bengal, till
2024-25, the last fiscal under
the same regime, a total of
6,688 industrial units closed in
West Bengal and shifted to
other states. The maximum
exodus, according to the
statistics of the same Central
body, occurred during the last
ten financial years, with the
number being 4,751.

Fiscally, the maximum
exodus occurred during 2016-
17 and 2017-18, when a total
of 1,945 industrial units closed
their shutters in West Bengal
and relocated to other states.

Now, departmental
insiders said the maximum
number of industrial units that
closed in the state during the
last ten years shifted to
Maharashtra, with the figure
being 1,308.

The other states where the
industrial units shifted to
include Uttar Pradesh at 879,
Chhattisgarh at 511, and
Gujarat at 423. Economic and
political observers feel that the
figures on the states

benefiting the most because
of the exodus of industrial
units in West Bengal provide
interesting review materials.

According to them, all the
states that benefited most
because of this factor during
the period under review are
BJP-ruled states. Observers
feel that the BJP can use these
figures to project how the
states ruled by them provide
the right ambience to industrial
units to relocate themselves
there after being frustrated
with any non-BJP-ruled state.

It had been a long-
standing argument of both the
BJP and the other opposition
parties in West Bengal that
the rampant extortion by the
ruling Trinamool Congress is
not only discouraging fresh
investment proposals in the
state but also promoting
existing units in the state to
shut their shutters and shift to
other states. At a political rally
organised by the BIP’s West
Bengal unit at the industrial
township of Durgapur in West
Burdwan district on July 18,
Prime Minister Narendra Modi

also stressed the issue of how
extortions are discouraging
investments in the state.

The Prime Minister, on that
day, devoted substantial time
in explaining how communal
riots like the one in the
minority-dominated
Murshidabad district, which
allegedly happened under the
patronage of a section of
Trinamool Congress leaders
and individuals from the police
administration, and the
extortion rackets run by
leaders of the ruling
dispensation became the
reasons why the industrialists
are scared to invest in the
state.

“In West Bengal, the police
administration always acts in
a biased manner in situations
like that in Murshidabad.
Because of extortion rackets
run by the ruling Trinamool
Congress leaders, no
industrialist wants to invest in
Bengal. Trinamool Congress
has to go. Otherwise,
everything in West Bengal will
be in shambles,” the Prime
Minister said.

House disruptions seem to
be suiting treasury benches,
says Priyanka Gandh|

New Delhi, Congress MP
Priyanka Gandhi Vadra stated
on Thursday that during the
last session of the Lok Sabha,
disruptions originated from
the treasury benches, which
ultimately resulted in the
adjournment of the House,
suggesting that the repeated
adjournments do not concern
the Centre.

This comes as the Lok
Sabha was adjourned till 2
p.m. as the Opposition
continued to create ruckus for
the fourth straight day of the
Monsoon  Session  of
Parliament over the Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) of
electoral rolls in Bihar.

Speaking to the reporters,
Priyanka Gandbhi said, "In the
last session, I was surprised,
as a new MP, to see that the
disruption was actually
starting from the treasury
benches. I was taken aback
that they would deliberately
raise a topic to provoke a
reaction, leading to chaos and
eventually an adjournment of
the House."

"It seems to be suiting
them just fine," she added.

Speaker Om Birla's
repeated appeals for decorum
went unheeded among
members of the Opposition,
prompting an early
adjournment till 2 p.m.

This marks the fourth
consecutive day of disruptions
in Parliament's Monsoon
Session, with opposition
parties intensifying their
demand for a debate on the

After three days of mourning
Achuthanandan, Kerala and
CPI-M move forward

Thiruvananthapuram,
After three days of grief
following the demise of
legendary Communist leader
and former Chief Minister V.S.
Achuthanandan, Kerala seemed
to be back to life on Thursday.
For 72 hours, nearly every
television channel in the state
was only focused on the events
surrounding the passing and
final journey of the iconic leader.
The non-stop coverage offered
minute-to-minute updates,
reflecting the profound impact
he had on people across the
state. The curtains finally came
down around 11.30 p.m. on
Wednesday, when a blazing
pyre consumed the mortal
remains of the 101-year-old
leader, as thousands bid him a
tearful farewell.
Achuthanandan passed away at
a private hospital here at 3.20
p.m. on Monday. From that
moment on, Kerala was
transfixed by the unfolding
tributes -- including the
emotional 130 km journey from
the state capital to his native
Alappuzha. The procession took
over 19 hours, with people
lining the rain-drenched roads

late into the night, waiting for
one final glimpse of their
beloved "VS".

While the loss is deeply
personal to the people of
Kerala, for the CPI(M), the
impact may be less political.
Achuthanandan had withdrawn
from public life in January 2020,
and since then had been staying
with  his children in
Thiruvananthapuram. His
remarkable second act in
politics, ironically, began with a
defeat. In 1996, when he was
expected to become Chief
Minister, Achuthanandan lost the
election -- a setback many
thought would end his career.

“That loss was a turning
point,” said a political analyst,
speaking on condition of
anonymity, adding, “Rather than
fading away, he staged a
stunning comeback in 2001,
won the election, and became
Leader of the Opposition. His
political instincts and fierce
independence won over the
people -- so much so that, in
2006, a massive public outcry
forced the CPI(M) to reverse its
decision and allow him to
contest.”

Cabinet to discuss Virat Kohli's role in stampede
case if named in report Karnataka Minister

Bengaluru, Karnataka
Home Minister G.
Parameshwara on Thursday
said the state cabinet will
discuss the role of cricketer
Virat Kohli in connection with
the June 4 stampede tragedy,
which claimed 11 lives, if his
name is mentioned in the
judicial commission report.

Speaking to reporters in
Bengaluru, Parameshwara
said, “The report on the
stampede case, submitted by
retired Justice John Michael
D’Cunha, will be discussed in
the cabinet meeting. I don't
know how the discussion will
proceed. The matter is on the
agenda, but I can't say what
decision the cabinet will take.”

When asked whether the
state government is planning
to lodge criminal cases in
connection with the incident,
he responded, "“The
recommendations of the
report will be discussed, and
ultimately, the cabinet will take
a decision.” In response to a
question on whether the report
mentions the role of cricketer
Virat Kohli, Parameshwara
said, “If the report refers to

him, the matter will be
discussed in the cabinet. If it
doesn’t, there will be no
discussion.”

He clarified that the
judicial commission was
assigned specific terms of
reference related to the
stampede and not with regard
to any individual. “The
government did not direct the
commission to investigate any
particular person. The
commission was instructed to
probe what happened and
make recommendations
accordingly,” he said.

On the necessity of
conducting a caste census in
Karnataka even as the Centre
is also undertaking one,
Parameshwara explained,
“We are conducting the
census for our own state.

There is no conflict between
the Centre and the state. The
Centre has announced its
census, and we are
proceeding with ours based on
the parameters relevant to
Karnataka.”

He added that the Centre’s
exercise is limited to
population and statistical data,
while the state’s survey would
assess broader parameters
including education.
“Censuses were conducted
over many years in the past.
Now, with modern methods,
surveys can be completed
more quickly,” he said.

When asked about reports
of an officer requesting to be
relieved from the Special
Investigation Team (SIT)
probing the alleged mass
graves at a Hindu pilgrimage
centre, Parameshwara said, "I
am not aware of any official
communication. I have only
seen media reports.
Unofficially, I heard that the
officer submitted a letter
requesting to be dropped from
the SIT for personal reasons.
If needed, he can be
replaced.”

Manufacturing drives India's flash PMI to 60.7
in July, private sector shows robust growth

New Delhi, India's private
sector showed robust growth
in July, fuelled by strong
manufacturing and global
demand, the HSBC Flash India
Composite  Purchasing
Managers' Index (PMI)
showed on Thursday.

The headline HSBC Flash
India Composite PMI Output
Index, compiled by S&P
Global, rose to 60.7 in July
from 58.4 in June.

The Manufacturing PMI
index climbed to 59.2 in July
from 58.4 in June - its highest
level in nearly 17-and-a-half
years. The Services PMI was
59.8 in July, down from 60.4
in June. While services activity
continued to grow, the pace
of expansion softened,
according to the note.

"India's flash composite

PMI remained healthy in July
at 60.7. The strong
performance was bolstered by
growth in total sales, export
orders, and output levels.
Indian manufacturers led the
way, recording faster rates of
expansion than services for all
of the three aforementioned

metrics," said Pranjul
Bhandari, chief India
economist at HSBC.

International orders received

by private sector firms in India
rose sharply at the start of the
second fiscal quarter (Q2
FY26).

"Meanwhile, inflationary
pressures continue to heat up
as both input costs and output
charges rose in July. Finally,
business confidence fell to its
lowest mark since March
2023, while employment
growth moderated," Bhandari
noted. The Indian companies
remained optimistic about
output growth over the next
12 months.

There is a firm pick-up in
employment, especially in the
service sector, suggesting
healthy job creation
accompanies the expansion of
both India’s manufacturing
and service sectors, according
to the note.

When Narendra Modi, as Gujarat CM, visited UK to
thank diaspora for assmtance during Bhuj quake

New Delhi, As Prime
Minister Narendra Modi is on
a two-day visit to the United
Kingdom, an old incident of his
'UK diaspora connect' has
come to light, where he made
special efforts to thank the
people of Indian origin in
Britain for the assistance they
extended to Gujarat,
particularly Bhuij, hit by one of
the worst earthquakes in
2001. In January 2001,
Gujarat's Bhuj town was struck
by a devastating earthquake
of 6.9 magnitude, claiming
thousands of lives.

The instance of PM Modi's
"thanksgiving" to the Indian
diaspora in the UK has been
shared by Modi Archive, a
popular social media handle
on X. Narrating the
devastation and rehabilitation
of Bhuj post-quake, it says
that in August 2003, two years
after the Bhuj earthquake
shook Gujarat, the then Chief
Minister Narendra Modi paid
a visit to the United Kingdom

with a special message for the
diaspora - "You are all the real
friends of Gujarat".

The visit, which was
primarily for thanking the
Indian diaspora, saw CM Modi
addressing thousands of
Indians who had mobilised
support, aid, and resources
for Gujarat during the 2001
earthquake.

"You are all the real friends
of Gujarat, and I have come
to reciprocate the loyalty. We
have slept in the street of
death and today I have come
to repay a debt of friendship
to those who helped us in our
hour of need," he told the

packed gathering at the
Wembley Conference Centre.

He also praised the
diaspora not just for their
generosity, but for their
emotional connection to India,
calling them "the true friends
of Gujarat". During the visit,
the then Chief Minister also
inaugurated the Shakti Hall at
the Gujarat Samachar and
Asian Voice offices on August
20, 2003, and true to his style,
he spoke of the future.

In a speech fondly recalled
by the editors of Asian Voice,
he coined a now-iconic line:
"IT is not Information
Technology", he had said.
